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CONSUILAR CONVENTION
between

THE KINGDOM OFF CAMBODIA

THE SOCIALIST REPUBLIC OF VIETNAM

EEE 235

The Kingdom of Cambodia and the Socialist Republic of Vietnam,
hereinafter referred to as the Contracting Parties,

Desiring to develop and further strengthen the friendly and traditional
relations between the two countries,

Wishing to regulate and further develop the consular relations as well as
create favourable conditions for the protection of legitimate rights and interests of
citizens of one Contracting Party residing in the other's territory in conformity

with intermational law and customs,

Have decided to conclude this Consular Convention and for this purpose
have agreed upon the folowing:

PART I
DEFINITIONS
Arlicle 1
Definitions

For the purpose of the present Convention, the terms mentioned hereinafter
shall have the following meanings:

1. "Consular post” means any consulate-general, consulate, vice consulate
and consular agency;

"Consular district” means lhe area assigned to a consular post for the
exercise of consular functions;

n
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“[lead of a (.onsuldr post” means the _person appomud to act in that
capacuy

"Consular officer” means any person, including the head of a consular
post, who has been charged with the performance of consular functions in that

capacity;

“Consular emiployce” means any person employed in the technical or
administrative service of a consular post;

"Member of the service stafl” means ~any person employed in the
domesuc service of a consular post;

7. "Members of the consular post” means consular officers, consular
employees and members of the service staff;

3-*Mecmbers of the consular stafl” means—cdnsularofficers, other than the
head of the consular post, consular employees and meimnbers of the service staff;

9. "Mcmber of the private stafl” means a person who is employed
exclusively in the private service of a member of the consular post:

10." Consular premises™ means the buildings or parts of buildings and the
land ancillary thereto, urespectve of ownership, used exclusively for the purpose
of the consular post;

Ll. “Consular archives” includes all the papers. documents.
correspondence, books, fums, tapes, technical means for information gathering
and accumulation, registers of the consular post, together with the ciphers and
codes, the card indexes and any articles of fumniture used for their protection or
safekeeping;

12. "Official correspondence” means all the correspondence relating to a
consular post and its functions;

13. "Mcmber of the familv” of a consular officer or a consular cmployee

means his wife or her husband and children under -the age of {8. provided that
they form a part of his or her household;

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14. " Vessel “ means any civil ship of nav1gauon sailing under the ﬂag of
the sending State in accordance with the fatter's law, but does not include any

warship;

1S5. "Aircraft” means any civil aircraft duly registered in the sending State
which has the right of using the registration marks of that State, but does not
include any military aircraft.

PART I1

GENERAL PROVISIONS REGARDING CONSULAR RELATIONS
Article 2
Establishment of a-consular post

L. A coasular pdst may be established in the territory of the- receiving State
only with that State's consent.

2. The scat of the consular post, its classification and the consular district
as well as the number of members of the consular staff shall be determnined by the
sending State and are subject to the approval of the receiving State.

3. Any subsequent change as regards the seat of the consular post, 1is
classification, its consular district may be made by the sendmg State only with the
consent of the receiving State.

4. The consent of the receiving State shall also be required if a consulate -
general or a consulate desires to open a vice - consulate or a consular agency i a
locality other than that in which it is itself established.

5. The prior express consent of the receiving Stale shall also be required for

the opening of an office forming part of the existing consular post elsewhere than
at the seat thereof.

Article 3

Appointment and admission of the head of a consular post
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1. Prior to the appointment of the head of a consular post by the sending
State, the consent of the receiving State conceming the proposed person shall be
obtained through the diplomatic or other appropriate channels:

2. The receiving State which refuses its consent to the appointment of a
person as the head of a consular post is not obliged to gl\e the sendmg State
reasons for such refusal .

3. The sending State shall transmit to the receiving State through the
diplomatic or other appropriate channels the document in the form of Consular
Commission or similar instrument for the appointment of the head of the consular
post. This document shall certify his capacity and show his or her full name, his
or her rank, the consular district and the seat of the consular post:”

4. Upon receipt of the Consular Commission or similar instument for the
appomntment of the head of the consular post, the receiving State shall issue to him
or her an authorization termed an Exequatur, or other fonm of authorization.

5. Subject to the provision of the paragraph 6 of this Article and Article 4
of the present Convention, the head of a consular post may enter upon the
exercise of his or her functions only afier he or she has received an Exequatur or
other authonization;

6. Pending the delivery of an Exequatur or other authorization, the
receiving State, at the request of the sending state, may admit the head of a
consular post to exercise his or her functions on a provisional basis. In that case
the provisions of the present Convention shall apply.

7. As soon as the head of a consular post is admitted even provisionally o
the exercise of his or her funcuions, the receiving State shall immediately notify
the competent authorities of the consular district. [t shall also ensure that the
necessary measures are taken to enable the head of a consular post to carry oul
the duties of his or her office and to have the benefit of the provisions of this
Convention.

Article 4

Temporary excrcise of the functions of the head of a
consular post :
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1.If the head of a consular post is unable to perform his/her functions or if
the position of the head of the consular post is vacant, an acting hcad of post may
act provisionally as head of the consular post.

2. The full name of the aclﬁlg head of the consular post shall be notified to
the Ministty of Forcign Affairs of the receiving State either by the diplomatic
mission in the receiving State or, in default of that diplomatic mission i the
receiving State, by the head of the consular post or, if he is unable to do so, by
any other competent authorities of the sending State. As a general rule, this
notification shall be given in advance. The receiving:State: may make the
admission as acting head of the consular post of a person who is neither a
diplomatic agent nor a consular officer of the sending State in the receiving State

conditional on its consent.

- 3. The competent authorities of the receiving State shall grant assistance
and | prou:ctmn to the acting head of the consular post. While he is in charge of
the consular post, the provisions of the present Conventon shall fully apply to
thie acting head of the post on the same basic as to the head of the consular post
concemed. The receiving State shall not, however, be obliged to grant to an acling
hicad of consular post any faciity, pnviege or immunity which the head of the
consular post enjoys only subject to conditions not fulfilled by the acting head of
the consular post.

4. When, m the circumstances referred to 1n paragraph | of this Arucle, a
member of the diplomatic staff of the diplomatic mission of the sending State 1n
the receiving State is appointed by the sending State as an actuing head of the
consular post, he or she shall, if the receiving State does not object thereto.
continue to enjoy diplomatic privileges and immunities. |

Article 3

Appointment of menibers of the consular staff

1. Subject to the provisions of Articles 2,. 6 and 7 of the present
Convention, the sending State may freely. appoint the members of the consular
staff. :

2. The full name; category and class of cach consular officer. other than the
head of a consular post, shall be noufied by the sending State to the receiving

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State in sufficient tune for the receiving State, if the latter so wishes, to exercise its
rights under paragraph 3 of Article 7.

3. The competent authoritigs of the receiving State shall issue free of
charge to all members of the consular post, members of their f{amilics and
members of their private staff, documents confliming their identity and positions
on the condition that they are not nationals or pemmanent residents of the
receiving State.

Article 6
Nationality of consular officers

1. Consular officers should, in principle, have the nalionaLi.Ly of the sending
State.

2. Consular officer may be appointed from among persons having the
nationality of or permanent residence in the receiving State only with the express
consent of that State which may be withdrawn at any ume.

3. The receiving State shall reserve wself rights under paragraph 2 of tlus
Arucle concermung a national of a third State who are not also a national of the
sending State.

Article7
Persons declared "non grata" or unacceptable

I. The receiving State may at any tme notify the sending State that a
consular officer is persona non grata or that any other member of the consular
staff 1s not acceptable. In that event, the sending State shall, as the case may be,
either recall the person concemed or terminate his or her functions with the
consular post. o

2. If the sending State refuses or fails within a reasonable time to carry out
its obligations under paragraph | of this Article, the receiving State may, as the
case may be, either withdraw the Exequatur or other authorization from the

person concerned or cease to consider him or her as a member of the consular
staff.
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3. A person appointed as a member of the consular post may be declared
unacceptable before amriving in the territory of the receiving State or, if already in
the receiving State, before entering on his or her duties with the consular post. In
any such case, the sending State shall withdraw his or her appointment.

4. In the cases mentioned in paragraphs 1 and 3 of this Article, the
receiving State is not obliged to give to the sending State reasons for its decisions.

Article 8

Notification to the receiving State
of appointments, arrivals and departures

1. The Ministry for Foreign Affairs of the receiving State or the authority
designated by that Ministry shall be notified of:

a) the appointment of membérs of a .consular post, their arrival after
appointment to the consular post, their final departure or the termination of their
functions and any other changes affecting their status that may occur in the course
of their service with the consular post,

b) the amval and final departure of a person belonging to the family of a
member of a consular post and, where appropriate, the fact that a person becomes

or ceases to be such a member of the famuly; -

c) the amval and final departure of a member of the private staff and.
where appropriate, the termmination of his service as such; and

d) the engagement and discharge of persons residing in the receiving State
as members of a consular post or as members of the private staff entitled to

privileges and immunities.

2. When possible, prior notification of amrival and final departure shall be
given.

Article 9
A cquisition of consular premises and residences

1. The sending State shall be entitled, on its own or through any natural
person or body corporate authorized by i, in accordarice with the laws and

e
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regulations of the receiving State and with the permission of that State, to acquire
ownership, lease, rent, or any other form of tenure:

a) consular premises, a residence for the head of the consular post, and a
residence for each consular officer and each consular employee who is not a
national of or a permanent resident in the receiving State;

b) land and any such premises and residences constructed thereon.

2. Under the conditions referred to in paragraph 1, the sending State may
also improve such premises, residences or land.

3. The receiving State shall render all appropnate assistance and support to
the sending State in carrying out the nghts specified in paragraphs | and 2 of this
Article. N

4. The sending State shall comply with the laivs and regulations of the
receiving Stale relaing to siting and design of buildings, and the laws and
regulauons relating to town planning and zoning.

5. The rentals and other charges for premises and residences referred to in
paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Artcle shall be at a sumilar level to the rentals and
other charges generally applying in respect of similar premises which are not used
as diplomatic or consular premises.

Article 10
Honorary consular ofTicers
Boh Contracung Parties consent to the appointment of an honorary

consular officer. They shall consult each other about the es(abhshmem of
arrangements. based on the prO\'ISIOHS of this Convention.

PART IIT
FACILITIES, PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES

Article 11

Protection of and facilities for consular posts and
members of consular posts -

.f}. (}’ )
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1. The receiving State shall accord full facilities for the performance of the
functons of the consular post.

2. ‘The receiving State shall ucat consular officers with due respect and
shall take all appropriate measures (o prevent any attack on their person, freedom
or dignity or on other members of the consular post and members of the family of
any aforementioned person

Article 12
Use of national flag and coat-of-arms

1. The sending State shall have the nght to the use of its national flag and
coat-of-arms in the receiving States in conformity with the provisions of this
Article.

2. The natonal flag of the sending State may be flown and its coat-of-anns
displayed together with an appropriate inscription in the languages of the sending
and receiving States on the buuding occupied by the consular post and at the
entrance door thereof, 1n the residence of the head of the consular post as well as
on the means of transport used by hum or her for official purposes.

3. In exercising the nght provided by thus Article. the sending State shall
observe the laws, regulations and usages of the receiving State.

Article 13.
Inviolability of the consular premises

L. The consular premises shall be inviolable to the extent provided in this
Artcle. '

2. The authonties of the receiving State shall not enter that part of the
consular premises which is used exclusively for the purpose of the work of the
consular post, except with the consent of the head of the consular post of the

the sending State. The consent of the head of the consular post may. however. be
assumed in case of fire or other disaster requiring prompt protective action.
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3. Subject o the provisions of paragraph 2 of this ‘Article, Ui receiving
State is under a special duty to take all appropriatc measures 1o protect the
consular premises against any intrusion or damage and o prevent any disturbance
of the peace of the consular post or impairment of its dignity.

4. The consular premises, their furnishings, the property of the consular
post and its means of transport shall be immune from any form of the requisition
for purposes of national defence or public utility. If expropriation is necessary for
such purposes, all possible steps shall be taken to avoid impeding the
performance of consular functions, and prompt, adequate and effective
compensation shall be paid to the sending State.

Article 14
Excemption from taxation of consular premisés

1. The consular premises_ard the residence of the c;z_ireer_‘hcad of the
consular post of which tie sending State or any person acting on its behalf is the
owner or the lessee, shall be exempt from all taxes and dues, cither national,
regional or municipal. other than such as represent payment for the specific
services rendered.

2. The exemption from taxauon referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article
shall not apply to such taxes and dues if under the laws and regulations of the
recerving State, they are payable by the person who contracted with the sending
State or with the person acting on behalf of such State.

Article 15

[nviolability of consular archives and documents

The consular archives and documents shall be inviolable at all times and
wherever they may be. ; a

Article 16
[Frcedom of movement
Subject to its laws and regulations conceming zones entry into which_is

prohlibilcd or restricted for reasons of national security or public order and safety.
the receiving State shall ensure freecdom of movement and travel in its temitory 10

all members of the consular post. In any circumstance, however, the receiving
Siate shall provide facilities for consular officers to perform theiriduties.

Article 17
IFreedom of communicalion

I. The receiving State shall permit and protect freedom of communication
on the part of the consular post for all official purposes.

In communicating with the Government, the diplomatic missions and other
consular posts of the sendmg State, wherever situated, the cgnsular post may
employ all appropriate means, including diplomatic or consular couriers,
diplomatic or consular bags, messages in code or cipher. However, the consular
post may install and use a wireless-transmitter only with the consent of the
receiving State.

2. The official correspondence of the consular post is inviolable.

3. The consular bag shall be neither opened nor detained. Nevertheless, if
the competent authorities of the receiving State have serious reason to believe that
the consular bag contains something other than the correspondence, documents or
articles referred to in paragraph 4 of tus Article, they may request that the
consular bag be opened in their presence By an authorized representative of the
sending State. If this request is refused by the authorised representative of the
Sending State. the consular bag shall be retumed to its place of ongin.

4. The packages constituting the consular bag shall bear visible external
marks of their character and may contain only official correspondence and
documents or articles intended exclusively for official use.

5. The consular courier shall be provided with an efficial document
indicating his or her status and the number of packages constituting the consular
bag. Except with the consent of the receiving State, he or she may be neither a
national of the receiving State nor a permanent resident in the receiving State. In
the performance of his or her functions, the consular courier shall be protected by
the receiving State. He or she shall enjoy personal inviolability and shall not be
liable to any form of arrest, detention or any other form of limitation of his or Tier
personal freedom.

6. The sending State, its diplomatic missions and its consular posts may
designalte consular couriers ad hoc. In such cases the provisions of paragraph 5 of

Ti
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this Article shall also apply except that the immunites therein mentionéd shall
cease to apply when such a courier has delivered to the consignee the consular
bag in his or lter charge.

7. A consular bag may be entrusted to the captain of a vessel or of a
commercial aircraft which is due to arrive i an authorized port of entry. He or
shie shall be provided with an official document indicating the number of
packages constituting the consular bag, but he or shic shall not be considercd 1o be
a consular courier. By arrangement with the competent local authorities, the
consular post shall send one of its members to take possession of the bag directly
and freely from the captain of the vessclor of the aircraft or to deliver the bag in
the same way.

Article 18

Personal inviolability of consular ofTicers and
notification of procecedings against members of the consular staff

T. Consular officers shall not be liable to arrest ordétention, except in the
case of a grave cnme and pursuant to a decision by the compelent judicial
authority.

2. Except mn the casc specified m paragraph 1| of tus Arucle, consular
officers shall not be committed to prison or Liable 1o any other form of resuriction
on their personal freedom, save 1 execuuon of a judicial decision of final effect.

3. If criminal proceedings are instituted against a consular officer, he or she
must appear before the competent authorities. However, the proceedings shall be
conducted with the respect due to him or her by reason of hi§ or her official
position and, except in the case specified in paragraph 1 of ths Arucle. 1n a
manner which will hamper the exercise of consular functions as LuLle as possible.
When in the circumstances mentioned in paragraph 1 of this' Article. it has
become necessary o detain a consular officer. the proceudmgs against hum or her
shall be instruted with the mnunum of delay.

4. In the case of the arrest or detenuon of a member of the consular staff, or
of criminal proceedings bemng instituted against that person, the receiving State
shall prompdy notfy the head of the consular post. Should the latter be himself
the object of any such measure. the receiving State shall notify the sending State
through the diplomatic channel.

Article 19

L.
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[mmunity from jurisdiction

I. Consular officers and consular employees shall not be amenable to the
jurisdiction of the judicial or administraive authonities of thg receiving State in
respect to acts performed in the exercise of consular functions..

2. The provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article.shall not, however, apply to
a civil action either:

a) arising out of a contract concluded by a consular officer or a consular
employee in which he did not contract expressly or mehcdl) as an agent on
behalf of the sending State; or

b) by a third party for damage ansing from an accident in the receiving
State caused by a vehicle, vessel or aircraft.

Article 20
Liability to give evidence

. Members of a consular post may be called upon to atterid as witnesses in
the course of judicial or administrative proceedings. A consuldr employee or a
member of the service staff shall not, except in the cases mentiched in paragraph
3 of this Arucle, decline (o give cvidence. If a consular officer should decline to
do so, no coercive measure or penalty may be applied to him or her

2."The authority requiring the evidence of a consular ofﬁcer shall avoid
interference with the perforrnance of his or her functions. [t may, when possible,
lake such evidence in his or her residence or at the consular posl or accepl a
staternent from him or her in writing.

3. Members of a consular post are under no obligation to give evidence
concerming matters connected with the exercise of their functions or to produce
official correspondence and document relating thereto. They are:also entitled to
decline lo give evidence as expert witnesses with regard to the laws and
regulations of the sending State.

Article 21

Waiver of privileges and imumwunities .
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i The sending State may waive, with regard to a member of the consy
pos(, any of the privileges and irmunities provided for i A;ucl«.s 18, 19.20
the present Convention.

The waiver shall in all cases be explicit, exceptas pre}\ndud. 1 panagraph
3 of L}us Article, and shall be notified in writing to the rucewmgzotalﬁ '

3. If a consular officer o:r consular employee nﬂualcgiipréﬁecduxgs ma .
matter where he or she might enjoy immunity from judsdicLiQﬂ'funder Arucle 19
of the present Convention, he or she shall not claim lmmumt) of jurisdiction
against any counter-claim direcuy connected with the principal ,1aun

4. The waiver of immurnity from junsdiction in rqspect of civil or
administrauve proceedings shall not be deemed to unp 1\ the Waiver of immunity
from the measures of executiorr resulting from the _]Udlual dL,C].SlO“ .m respect of
such measures, a separate waiver shall be necessary.

FExemption from registration of alicns and residencg nermits
L. Consular officers, consular employees and meﬂmbc'r:ﬁ“ef;,';meir fanulies

shall be exempt from all obligations under the laws aod. ggeinations of the
recervig Sizte m regard to the regisiration of aliens and mmdcn,fi:}pemuls

2. Tue provisions of paragraph | of Uus Artcle s 1aU not,,!xg“ ‘eycr, apply to
any consul:r employee who 1s not a permanent employ ee of Llu.is;endmo State or
who carries on any private gainful occupation i the receiy uyéSlaLc or to any
member of the family of any such employee.

Article 23
Exemption f[rom work permits
I. Members of the consular post shall, with respect fo seryi¢es:rendered for
the sending State. be exempt from any obligations in regardffo work permils
unposed by the laws and regulations of the receiving Stn[a.&hopcenuno the

~ Article 24
Social security exemptioy

L. SUbJCC[ to the provisions of paragraph 3 of; thls Afficle. members of the
consular post, with respect to services rendered by dmngrgﬂmkﬂ\ﬁ%ndmg State and
members of their families, shall be exempt from socig §ecm‘{1’* E)rovxsxons which
may be in force in the receiving State.

2. The exemption provided for in paragraph I of {ilff§ ‘Burticle shall also
apply to members of the private staff who are in the sole emplom of members of
the consular post, on condition:

a) that they are not natonals of or pemiancmlv, (esg}ﬂ.&m ﬂn the recelving
State; and

b) that they are covered by the social secunty pq@;;smﬁtmﬂith are 1n force
i the sending State or a third State.

3. Members of the consular post who employ pefsonsjitn Witom exemption
provided for .in paragraph 2 of this Article does not applmushau observe the
obligations which the social security provisions of the'recaumo State impose
upon employers.

4. The exemption provided for in paragraphs | énd 2]l§fl this Article shall
not preclude volumtary participation in the social security sysean] of the receiving
State, provided that such parucipation is permitted by thdt Statg

Article 25

Excmption from taxation )

I. Consular officers and consular employees and\:iﬁémﬁmdmheir families
shall be exempt from all dues and taxes, peérsonal or rg,a} ma&@ regional or
municipal, except:

a) indirect taxes of a kind which are normally mcorpolﬂékj fip the price of
goods or services,

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L) dues or taxes on private inmovable property situagcd in the territory of
the receiving State, subject to the provisions of Article 14;

c) taxes or other similar charges of any kind levied onestates, succession,
inheritance or transfer in the receiving State, subjécl o' the provisions of
paragraph 2 of Article 27;

d) dues and taxes on private income, including capital gains, having its
sources in the receiving State and capial taxes relating to nvestments made in
commercial or financial undertakings in the receiving State, |

e) charges levied for specific services rendered; and

f) registration, court or record fees, mortgage dues and stamp dutes,
subject to the provisions of Article 14.

2. Members of the service staff shall be exempt from dues ang taxes on the
wages which they receive for their services.

3. Members of the consular post who employ persons whose salanes or
wages are not exempt from mcome tax in the receiving Stat= shall observe the
obligations which the laws and regulations of that State impose upon employers
conceming the levying of income tax.

Arlicle 26
Exemptions from customs duties and inspccﬁon

L. In accordancc with such laws and regulatons as 1t may adopt, the
receiving State shall permit enuy and export of and grant exemption from all
customs duues, taxes and related charges, other than ‘charges for storage, cartage
and sumular services, on:

a) arucles for the official use of the consular post,

b) articles for the personal use of a consular officer or member of his or her
family, including articles intended for his or her first establishment. The articles
intended for consumpton shall not exceed the quantities netessary for dmect
utilization by the persons concerned. -
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2. Consular employces shall enjoy the privileges arid examiptions provided
for, in paragraph | of this Article in respect of articles imported:at the tine of first
mstallation.

3. Personal baggage accompan)'mg consular officers and;members of their
families shall be exempt from customs inspection. It may be gnspecled only 1f
there is serious reason to believe that it contains arlicles other than those referred
to in sub-paragraph (b), paragraph | of this Article, or articles the import or
export of which is prohibited by the laws and regulations of the peceiving State or
which are subject to its quarantine laws and regulations. The insi:)c:ction shall take
place in the presence of the consular officer or member of his or her famuily
concemed. -

Article 27

[Estate of a member of the consular post
or of a member.of his or her family.

In the event of the death of a member of the consular posl: ‘or of a member
of his or her family, the receiving State:

1. Shall permit the export of the movable property of the deceased with the
exception of any such property acquired in the receiving State the export of which
was prohibited at the time of his or her death. In such a case the property the
export of which is prohibited should be transferred to the consular post of the
sending State;

2. Shall not fevy national. regional or municipal estate, succession or
mheritance duties, and duties on transfers on movable property ‘the presence of
which in the receiving State was due solely to the presence in that State of the
deceased person as a member of the consular post, or as a m<_mber of the famuy
of a member of the consular post.

Article 28
Exemption from personal services and conttib@xli(x’ﬂs
The receiving State shall exempt members of the confular post and
members of their fainilies from all personal services and all publi§ service of any

Kind whatsocver. as well as from the military obligations, such as those connected
with military requisitioning, military contributions and billeting.

-
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Article 29
Beginning and end of consular privileges and imnunitics

1. Every member of a consular post shall enjoy the privileges and
immunities provided for in the present Convention from the !moment he or she
enters the territory of the receiving State on the proceeding ta take up his or her
post or, if already 1n its territory, from the moment when he or she enters on his or
her duties with the consular post.

2. Members of the family of a member of the consular post and members
of his or her prnivate staff shall receive the pnvileges and inununities provided in
the present Convention from the dale they enjoy privileges iand immunities in
accordance with paragraph 1 of this Article or from the date ofitheir entry 1nto the
receiving State or from the date of their becoming a membegof such family or
private staff, whichever is the Jatest. '

3. When the functions of a member of the consular po$t have come to an
end, his or her pnvideges and imunurudes and those of a member of his or her
family or a member of his or her private staff shall normally cease at the moment
when the person concerned leaves the receiving State or on the expiry of a
reasonable period in which to do so, whichever is the sooner, but shall subsist
untl that ime, even in the case of armed conflict. In the case of persons referred
to in paragraph 2 of thus Article, theur pnvileges and unmun1t1es shall come to an
end when they cecase to belong to the houschold or 1o be in the service of a
member of the consular post provided, however, that if such persons intend
leaving the receiving State within a reasonable period Lhereafier, their privileges
and mmmunitics shall subsist until the time of their departure.

4. However, willl respect o acts performed by a copsular officer or a
consular employee in the exercise of his or her functior§. immunity from
jurisdiction shall continue to subsist without limitation of time.

S. In the event of the death of a member of the consulagfpost, the members
of lus or her family shall continue to enjoy the. prlvuegezs and mmunites

accorded to them until they leave the receiving Stale or undil the expiry of a
reasonable period enabling them to do so, whichever is lhc sooner.

Article 30

Respect for the laws and regulations of the receiving State

al
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1. Without prejudice to the immmunitics and privilege§:.accorded to them, all
the persons to whom immunities and privileges are so ‘accofded shall be under an
obligation to respect the laws and regulations of the reccjving State. They also
have a duty not to interfere in the internal affairs of that Statg.

2. The consular premises shall not be used in any mahner inconsistent with
the exercise of consular funcuons. :

3. The provisions of paragraph 2 of tlus Arucle ghall not exclude the
possibility of offices of other institutions or agencies being finstalled in part of the
building in which the consular premuses are situated, provyded that the premises
assigned to them are separate from those used by the consufiar post. In that event,
the said offices shall not, for the purpose of the present' Conyéntion, be considered
to form part of the consular premises. '

Article 3T
Insurancc against third party risks
Members of the consular post shall comply with any yequirement imposed
by the laws and regulations of the receiving State in respect of insurance against
third party nisks arising from the use of vehicle, vessel or awrcraft.
Article 32
Special provisions concerning private gairjful occupation

I. Career consular officers shall not carry or for personal profit any
professional or commercial activity in the receiving State. ;

2. Privileges and immunities provided for in this Part’shall not be accorded:

a) to consular employees or to members of the service staff. who cany on
any prvate gainful occupation in the receiving States .

b) to members of the famuy of a person referred to n sub paragraph (a} of
this paragraph or to members of his pnvate staff; and

c) to members of the family of a member of a consular post. who
themselves carry on any private gainful occupation in the recgiving State.

|. Except in so far as additional facilies, pnvileges aild uiununities may
Le granted by the receiving State, consular officers who are nationals of or
permanent residents in that State shall enjoy only iminunity from jurisdiction and
personal inviolability in respect of official acts performed in the exercise of their
functions, and privilege provided in paragraph 3 of Article .20. §p far as these
consular officers are concerned, the receiving State shall be Hound by the

2. Other members of the consular post who are nationals of-or permanent
residents in the receiving State and members of their families,7as wgll ass-members
of the families of the consular officers referred to n paragra;')h I of this Article,
shall enjoy facilities, privileges and ummunities only in so faras these are granted
to them by e receiving State. Those members of the families of the members of
the consular post and those members of the prnivate staf{f who are themselves
natonals of or permanently residents in the receiving State shall dikewise enjoy
facilities, privileges and unmunities only in so far as these are granted to them by
the receiving State. The receiving State shall, however, exercise:its jurisdiction
over those persons in such a way as not to hinder unduly the performance of the
functions of the consular post.

PART IV

CONSULAR FUNCTIONS
Article 34 .
[Exercise of consular functions by a diplomaticsimissipn
I. Consular functions arc‘ exercised by consular posts. They are also
exccised by diplomatic mission in accordance with lhe provisions: of the present

Convention.

2. The provisions of this Convention apply also, so farfas the context_
penonits, to the exercise of consular functions by a diplomadcgnﬁssgon.

3. The names of the members of a diplomatic rniss;.;on charged with the

b) the central competent authorities of the receiving, $iate, if and to the
extent, this is allowed by the laws, regulations and usage$ of tlie recelvmg State or
by relevant intemational agreements.

5. The privileges and immunities of the members:of a: v,ilplomallc mission
referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article shall continug to tlt govemned by the
rules of intemational law concerning diplomatic relations:

Article 35

Excrcisc of consular functions within and outside thgconsular
district, in a third state, or on behalf of a third state.
Communicalion with the authorities of the regeivigg State

1. In accordance with the laws and regulations of thgkreceiving State,
consular officers are entitled 10 exercise within the consular digirict the consular
funcdons meritioned in the present Convention.

2. A consular officer may, in special circumstances, with fhe consent of the
receiving State, execise his functions outside his or her consular district.

3. Afier noufying the states concemed. the sending Stalg may entrust a
consular post established in the receiving State with the exe:_gcjise of consular
functions 1n a third State. unless there is expess objection by the Sate concerned.

4. Upon appropniate notification to the receiving State, a consular post of
the sending State may, unless the receiving State- objects, egercise consular
functions in the receiving State on behalf of a third State.

5. In the exercise of their functions, consular officers may gddress:

a) the local competent authorites of the consular distrct;
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b) the central competent authorities of the receiving State if and o the
extent this is allowed by the laws, regulations and usages of the receiving State or
by relevant intemational agreements.

Article 36
Consular functions in general.
Consular functions consist in:

1. Protecling in the receiving State the legiimate rights and 1nterests of the
sending State and its nationals - both individuals and bodies Corporate, within
the limits permitted by intemational law;

2. Furthering the development of commercial, economic, cultural and
scientific relauons between the sending State and the receiving: State as well as
promoting friendly relatons between them 1in accordance wah Lhe provisions of
the present Conventon,

3. Ascertaining by all lawful means conditions and developments in the
commercial, economic, cultural and scientific life of the receiving State, reporting
thereon to the Govermment of the sending State and giving mformauon to persons
interested;

4. In accordance with the laws and regulations of the sending State issuing,
extending, amending, supplementing, revoking or withholding passports and
other travel documents to nationals-of the sending State, and issuihg, extending or
revoking visas or appropriate documents to persons wishing o travel to the
sending State; ' '

5. Helping and assisting bodies corporate and nationals, of the sending
Slatc; :

6. Exercising consular legalization, acting as notary and civil registrar and
in capacites of a similar kind to nationals of the sending State. pérforming certain
functions of an administrative nature, provided that there is giothing contrary
thereto n the laws and regulations of the receiving State;

12. Exercising rights of supervision and inspcction provided for ini the laws
and regulations of the sending State i respect of vessels*flowing the flag of the
sending State. and or aircralt registercd in that State, and in respect of their crew;

13. Extending assistance 1o vessels and aircraft mentioned in paragraph 12
of thus Article and to their crews taking statements regarding the voyage of a
vessel, examining and stamping the ship's papers, and \\i;thou,fprejudice to the
powers of the authorities of the receiving State conductingnvesgigations into any

‘incidents which occurred during the voyage, and settling dispiftes of any kind

between the aster, the officers and the seamen in sq farwhs this may be

14. Performing any other functions entrusted to th& conflilar post by the

Article 37
Communication and contact with nationals of the sending State

5. A detained national shall be entitled to receive 3nd tq send letters and
other correspondence and to receive parcels containing aricles for personal use
within the limits imposed by the laws and regulations of thg recejing State.

6. In the case of a trial of or other proceedings aghinst Ji’national of the
sending State in the receiving State, the competent authdrities) Hf the receiving
State, at the request of that person, shall inform a consulad offiggr of the sending
State of the charges against such a person and of the time) date And place set for

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the trial or other procecdings. A consular officer shall be ex?{tiUefﬂﬁo aticnd the trial
or other proceedings against such a person.

7. The competent authorities of the receiving State slgall iﬂtﬁbmli'nalionals of
the sending State detained or ';ubjc.ct to trial or other proceeflingsibf the provisions

of this Article.

8. Provisions of this Article and Article 37 are also qpplie;“di to a natonal of
the sending State who is delained, arrested, or subjected to agy other form_of
limitation of his personal freedom, including such a person, \'i{ho IS serving a
prison sentence in the recelving state.

9. The rights contained in this Article shall be exerciséd in dccordance with
the laws and regulations of the receiving State subject to the praviso, however,
that the said laws and regulations must enable full effedt to be given to the

Article 39
[Functions related to inheritance

- In the case of the death of a national of the sending Staté the competent
auLhonues of the receiving State, when the relevant information;is available to
them, shall inform. without delay, the consular post in whose district the death
occurred, and shall supply without charge a Certificate of Death or a copy of any
other document relating to the death.

2. When the relevant information is available to the compétent authoritics
of the receiving Staie, m the casc of the death of a national .of the sending State,
they shall inform in timely manner the consular officer of thejsendjg State of:
