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CONVENTION ON BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY
5 JUNE 1992
Preamble
The Conlracling Parties,

Conscious of the inlrinsic value of biological diversity and of the ecological, genelic, social, economic
scientific, educational, cultural, recreational and aesthetic values of biological diversity and its components

Conscious also of the imporiance of biological diversily lor evolution and for maintaining lile
sustaining systems of the biosphere,

Alfirming thal the conservalion of biological diversily is a common concern of humankind,
Realfirming that Stales have sovereign righls over their own biological resources,

Realfirming alsothal States are responsible for conserving their biological diversity and for using
their biological resources in a suslainable manner,

Concernedthal biological diversity is being significantly reduced by certain human aclivities,

Aware ol the general lack ol information and knowledge regarding biological diversity and of the
urgent need lo develop scientific, lechnical and inslitutional capacilies lo provide the basic underslanding
upon which to plan and implement appropriale measures,

Nolingthalitis vital lo anticipale, prevent and attack the causes of significant reduction or foss of
biological diversity al source,

Noling alsothat where there is a threat of significant reduction or loss of biological diversity, lack of
full scientific certainty should not be used as a reason for postponing measures (0 avoid or minimize
sucha threal,

Noling lurther that the fundamental requirement for the conservaltion of biological diversity is the in-
siluconservalion of ecosyslems and nalural habilats and the mainlenance and recovery of viable
populalions of species in their nalural surroundings,

Noting urther thal ex-silumeasures, prelerably in the country of origin, also have an important
role to play,

Recognizihg the close and traditional dependence of many indigenous and local communities
embodying traditional lifestyles on biological resources, and the desirability of sharing equitably benefits
arising [rom the use of traditional knowledge, innavations and practices relevant to the conservation of
biological diversily and the sustainable use ol its components,

Recognizing-also he vital role thal women play in the conservation and suslainable use of
biological diversity and affirming the need for the full participation of women at all levels of policy-making
and implementation for biological diversity conservation,

Stressing the importance of, and the need lo promote, intemational, regional and global cooperation
among Stales and intergovernmental organizations and lhe non-governmental sector for the
conservation of biological diversity and the sustainable use of ils components,

Acknowledging that the provision of new and additional financial resources and appropriale
access lo relevant lechnologies can be expecled lo make a substantial difference in the worlds abilily
to address the loss of biological diversity,

Acknowledging lurther thal special provision is required to meet the needs of developing countries,
including the provision of new and additional financial resources and appropriate access lo relevanl

technologies,

Nolingin this regard the special conditions of the leasl developed countries and small island States,

Acknowledging that substantial investmenlts are required lo conserve biological diversity and thal
there is the expeclation of a broad range of environmental, economic and social benefits from liose

nvestments,

Recognizing that economic and social development and poverly eradication are the first and
ovemiding priorilies of developing countries,

~ Aware that conservation and sustainable use of biological diversily is of critical importance for
meeling the food, health and other needs of the growing world population, for which purpose access
to and sharing of both genetic resources and technologies are essential,

Nolingthal, ultimately, the conservalion and sustainable use of biological diversity will strengthen
Iriendly relations amOng Stales and contribute to peace for humankind,

Desirning 1o enhance and complement exisling interational arrangements for the conservation of
biological diversity and suslainable use of its components, and

Determinedto conserve and suslainably use biological diversity.for the benefit of present and
future generations,

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1. Objeclives

The objectives of this Convention, o be pursued inaccordance with ils relevant provisions, are
the conservation of biological diversity, the sustainable use of its components and the fair and equitable
sharing of the benelits arising out of the ulilization of genelic resources, including by appropriate access
lo genetic resources
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and by appropriale transfer of relevant technologies, taking into account all rights over those resources
and to technologies, and by appropriale funding.

Article 2. Use of Terms
For the purposes of this Convention:

"Biological diversily"means the variability among living organisms from all sources including, infer
alia, terrestrial, marine and olher aquatic ecosystems and the ecological complexes of which they are
pan; this includes diversity within species, between species and of ecosyslems.

“Biological resources”includes genelic resources, organisms or parts thereol, populalions, or any
other biolic component of ecosystems with actual or potenlial use or value for humanity.

‘Biolechnology” means aﬁy technological application that uses biological systems, living organisms,
or derivalives thereof, to make or modify products or processes for specilic use.

“Counlry of origin of genelic resources” means the country which possesses those genetic
resources in in-sifu conditions.

“Country providing genelic resources”means the country supplying genetic resources collected
from in-situ sources, including populations of both wild and domesticated species, or laken lrom ex-situ
sources, which may or may not have originated in that country.

‘Domeslicated or cullivaled species”means species in which the evolutionary process has been
influenced by humans lo meet their needs.

“Ecosystem"means a dynamic complex of plant, animal and micro-organism communities and
their non-living environment interacting as a functional unil.

" “Ex-silu conservalion”means the conservation of components of biological diversity outside their
nalural habitats.

“Genelic malenal”means any matenial of plant, animal, microbial or other ongin containing functional
units of heredity.

“Gonelic resources"means genelic malerial of actual or potential value.
“Habitat"means the place or type of site where an organism or population naturally occurs.

“In-silu conditions“means condilions where genctic resources exist within ecosyslems and nalural
habilals, and, in the case of domesticaled or cullivaled species, in the surroundings where they have
developed their distinclive propertics.
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*In-situ conservalion” means the conservalion of ecosyslems and nalural habitals and the
maintenance and recovery of viable populations of species in their natural surroundings and, in the
case of domestlicated or cullivated species, in the surroundings where they have developed their
distinctive properties.

“Prolected area” means a geographically defined area which is designated or regulated and
~ managed to achieve specific conservation objeclives.

*Regional economic inlegralion organizalion”means an organizalion conslituled by sovereign
States of a given region, to which its member States have transferred compelence in respect of matters
govemed by this Convention and which has been duly authorized, in accordance with its intemal
procedures, to sign, ralify, accepl, approve or accede (o

*Suslainable use”means the use of components of biological diversily in a way and at a rate that
does not kead 1o the long-term decline of biological diversty, thereby maintaining its potential to meet the
needs and aspirations of present and future generations.

“Technology”includes biolechnology.

Article 3. Principle

States have, in acoordance with the Charter of the United Nalions and the principles of intemational
law, the sovereign right to exploit their own resources pursuant o heir own environmental policies,
and the responsibility to ensure that activities within their junsdiction or control do nol cause damage to
the environment of other Stales or of areas beyond the limits of national jurisdiction.

Article 4. Jurisdigtional Scope

Subject to the rights of other States, and except as otherwise expressly provided in this Convention,
the provisions of this Convention apply, in relation to each Conlracting Party:

(a) In the case of components of biological diversity, in areas within the limits of ils national
junisdiction; and
(b) In the case of processes and aclivities, regardless of where their effects occur, carried out

under its junsdiction or control, within the area of ils national jurisdiction or beyond the limits of
national junsdiction.
Article 5. Cooperation
Each Conlracling Parly shall, as far as possible and as appropridle, cooperate with other
Conlracting Parics, directly or, where appropriate, through competent intemational organizalions, in

respect of areas beyond national jurisdiction and on other mallers of mutualinteresl, for the conservation
and sustainable use of biological diversity.
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Article 6. General Measures for Conservation and Sustainable Use

Each Conlracting Party shall, in accordance with its particular conditions and capabilities:

(a) Develop national strategies, plans or programmes for the conservation and suslainable use of
biological diversity or adapt for this purpose existing strategies, plans or programmes which
shall reflect, inter alia, the measures set out in this Convention relevant to the Contracting Party
concemed; and

(b) Integrale, as far as possible and as appropriate, the conservation and sustainable use of
biological diversity into relevant sectoral or cross-sectoral plans, programmes and policies.

Article 7. Identification and Monitoring

Each Conltracling Party shéll, as lar as possible and as appropriale, in particular for the purposes
of Articles 810 10:

(a) !denlify components of biological diversity important {or its conservation and sustainable use
having regard to the indicative list of calegories set down in Annex |,

(b) Monitor, through sampling and other techniques, the components of biological diversity identified
pursuant lo subparagraph (a) above, paying particular attention lo those requinng urgent
conservation measures and those which offer the greatest polential for sustainable use;

(c) ldenlify processes and categories of activities which have or are likely to have significant
adverse impacts on the conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity, and monitor
their effects through sampling and other techniques; and

(d) Maintain and organize, by any mechanism dala, derived from identification and monitoring
aclivilies pursuant to subparagraphs (a), (b) and (c) above.

Article 8. In-situ Conservation
Each Contracting Party shall, as (ar as possible and as appropriale:

(a) Establish a system of protected areas or areas where special measures need o be taken 1o
conserve biological diversity;

(b) Develop, where necessary, guidelines for the selection, establishment and management of
prolecled areas or areas where special measures need {0 be taken lo conserve biological
diversily;

(c) Regulate or manage biological resources important for the conservation of biological diversity
whether within or outside prolected areas, with a view to ensuring their conservalion and -
sustainable use;
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(d) Promote the protection of ecosystems, natural habdals and the maintenance of viable populations

ol species in natural surroundings;

(e) Promole environmentally sound and sustainable development in areas adjacent to protected

(N

areas with a view to furthering protection of these areas;

Rehabilitate and reslore degraded ecosystems and promole the recovery of threatened species,
inter alia, through the development and implementation of plans or other management slrategies;

(g) Establish or maintain means to regulale, manage or control the risks associated with the use

and release of living modified organisms resulling {rom biotechnology which are likely to have
adverse environmental impacts that could affect the conservation and sustainable use of
biological diversity, taking also into account the risks to human health;

(h) Prevent the introduction of, control or eradicate those alien species which threaten ecosystems,

habitats or species:

Endeavour to provide the conditions needed for compatlibility between present uses and the
conservation of biological diversity and the sustainable use of its components;

Subjecttoits nalional legislation, respect, preserve and maintain knowledge, innovations and
practices of indigenous and local communities embodying traditional lifestyles relevant for the
conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity and promote their wider application
with the approval and involvement of the holders of such knowledge, innovations and practices
and encourage the equitable sharing of the benefits arising from the utilization of such knowledge,

innovations and practices;

Develop or maintain necessary legislation and/or other requlatory provisions for the protection
of threalened species and populations;

Where a significant adverse effect on biological diversily has been determined pursuant to
Adicle 7, requlate or manage the relevant processes and categories of activities; and

(m) Cooperate in providing financial and other support for in-situ conservalion outlined in

subparagraphs (a) lo (1) above, particularly to developing countries.

Article 9. Ex-situ Conservation

Each Conltracting Party shall, as far as possible and as appropriate, and predominantly for the
purpose of complementing in-silu measures:

(a) Adoptmeasures lor the ox-siluconservalion of components of biological diversity, preferably

in the country ol origin of such components;

(b) Establish and maintain facililies for ex-siluconservalion of and research on plants, animals and
micro-organisms, prelerably in the counlry of origin of genetic resources;

(c) Adopt measures for the recovery and rehabilitation of threalened species and lor their
reintroduction into their natural habitats under appropriate conditions;

(d) Regulate and manage collection of biological resources from natural habilats lor ex-silu
conservation purposes so as nol lo threaten ecosystems and in-silu populations of species,
except where special temporary ex-silu measures are required under subparagraph (c)
above; and

(e) Cooperale in providing financial and other support for ex-silu conservation outlined in
subparagraphs (a) to (d) above and in the establishment and maintenance of ex-situ
conservation facilities in developing countries.

Article 10. Sustainable Use of Components of Biological Diversity
Each Conlracting Party shall, as far as possible and as appropriate:

(a) Integrate consideration of the conservalion and sustainable use of biological resources inlo
national decision-making;

(b) Adopt measures relaling o the use of biological resources 1o avoid or minimize adverse
impacts on biological diversity;

(c) Protectand encourage customary use of biological resources in accordance with traditional
cultural practices that are compalible with conservalion or sustainable use requirements;

(d) Supportiocal populalions to develop and implement remedial aclian in degraded areas where
biological diversily has been reduced; and

(e) Encourage cooperation between its govemmental authorities and its privale seclor in developing
methods for sustainable use of biological resources.

Article 11. Incentive Measurcs

Each Conltracting Party shall, as far as possible and as appropriate, adopt economically and
socially sound measures that act as incentives for the conservalion and sustainable use of componentls
of biological diversity.

Article 12. Research and Training
The Conlracling Parties, taking inlo account the special needs of developing countries, shall:

(a) Establish and maintain programmes for scientific and technical education and lraining in
measures for the identification, conservalion and suslainable use of biological diversity and ts -
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companents and provide support for such education and lraining for the specific needs ol developing

countnes:

(b) Promote and encourage research which conlributes to the conservation and sustainable use
ol biological diversity, particularly in developing countries, inler alia, in accordance with
decisions of the Conference ol the Parlies taken in consequence of recommendations of the
Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice; and

(c) Inkeeping with the provisions of Arlicles 16, 18 and 20, promote and cooperalte in the use of
scientific advances in biological diversity research in developlng methods for conservation
and sustainable use of biological resources.

Artlicle 13. Public Education and Awareness
The Conlracting Parties shall;

(a) Promote and encourage understanding of the imporiance of, and the measures required for,
the conservation of biological diversily, as well as its propagation through media, and the
inclusion of these topics in educational programmes; and

(b) Cooperate, as appropriate, with other Stales and international organizations in developing
educational and public awareness programmes, with respect to conservation and sustainable
use of biological diversity.

Article 14. Impact Assessment and Minimizing Adverse Impacts
1A. Each Contracting Party, as far as possible and as appropriale, shall:

(a) Introduce appropriate procedures requiring environmental impact assessment of its proposed
projects that are likely to have significant adverse effects on biological diversity with a view to
avoiding or minimizing such effecls and, where appropriate, allow for public participation in
such procedures;

(b) Introduce appropriate arrangements to ensure that the environmental consequences of its
programmes and policies that are likely to have significant adverse impacts on biological
diversity are duly taken into account;

(c) Promote, onthe basis of reciprocity, notification, exchange of information and consultation on
activities under their jurisdiction or control which are likely 1o significantly affect adversely the
biological diversity of other Slales or areas beyond the limits of national jurisdiction, by
oncauraqing tho conclusion of bilateral, ragional or mullilateral arrangements, as appropriate;

(d) Inthe case ol imminent or grave danger or damage, originating under its jurisdiction or control,
lo biological diversity within the area under jurisdiction of other Slates or in areas beyond the
limits of national junisdiction, notify immediately the polentially affected States of such danger or
damage, as well as initiate action to prevent or minimize such danger or damage; and

-
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(e) Promote national arrangements for emergency responses 1o aclivities or evenls, whether
caused nalurally or olherwise, which present a grave and imminent danger to biological
diversity and encourage intemational cooperation to supplement such national efforts and,
where appropriate and agreed by the Stales or regional economic integralion organizations
concemed, lo establish joint contingency plans.

2. The Conlerence of the Parties shall examine, on the basis of studies to be carmied out, the issue
of liability and redress, including restoration and compensation, for damage to biological
diversity, except where such liability is a purely inlemal malter.

Article 15. Access to Genetic Resources

1. Recognizing the sovereign rights of States over their nalural resources, the authority to
determine access to genetic resources rests with the national govemments and is subject to
nalional legislalion.

2. Each Contracting Party shall endeavour to create conditions o facilitate access to genetic
resources for environmentally sound uses by other Contracting Parties and not to impose
restrictions thal run counter to the objectives of this Convention.

3. For the purpose of this Convention, the genelic resources being provided by a Contracling
Party, as referred to in this Article and Articles 16 and 19, are only those that are provided by
Contracling Parties thal are countries of origin of such resources or by the Parties that have
acquired the genetic resources in accordance with this Convention.

4. Access, where granted, shall be on mutually agreed terms and subject o the provisions of this Article.

S.n

Access lo genelic resources shallbe subject to prior informed consent of the Contracting Party
providing such resources, unless otherwise determined by that Party.

‘6. Each Contracting Party shall endeavour to develop and carry out scientific research based
on genetic resources provided by other Contracting Parties with the full participation of, and
where possible in, such Contracting Parties.

7. Each Conltracling Party shall lake legislative, administrative or policy measures, as approprale,
and in accordance with Adlicles 16 and 19 and, where necessary, through the financial
mechanism established by Articles 20 and 21 with the aim of sharing in a fair and equitable way
the resulls of research and development and the benefits arising from the commercial and
other ulilization of genetic resources with the Contracting Party providing such resources.
Such sharing shall be upon multually agreed terms.

Article 16. Access lo and Transfer of Technology

1. Each Contracting Party, recognizing that technology includes biotechnology, and that both
access lo and transfer of technology among Contracting Parties are essential elements for the
altainment of the objectives of this Convenlion, undertakes subject to the provisions of this
Atticle o provide and/or facilitate access for and transfer to other Contracling Parties of
technologies that are relevant to theconservation and sustainable use of biological
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diversity or make use of geneltic resources and do not cause significant damage lo the environment.

2. Accessloand transler of technology relemed to in paragraph 1 above lo developing counlries

© -

shall be provided and/or facilitated under fair and most favourable terms, including on
concessional and preferential terms where mulually agreed, and, where necessary, in
accordance with the financial mechanism eslablished by Articles 20and 21. In the case ol
technology subject to palents and other intelleclual property rights, such access and lransler
shall be provided on terms which recognize and are consistent with the adequale and eflective
protection of intellectual property rights. The application ol this paragraph shall be consistent
wilh paragraphs 3, 4 and 5 below.

Each Conlracting Party shall lake legislative, adminislrative or policy measures, as appropriale,
with the aim that Contracting Parties, in particular those thal are developing countnes, which
provide genelic resources are provided access lo and lransfer of technology which makes
use of those resources, on mutually agreed terms, including technology protected by patents
and other intellectual property rights, where necessary, through the provisions of Adlicles 20
and 21 and in accordance with international law and consistent with paragraphs 4 and 5
below.

Each Conlracting Party shall take legislalive, administrative or policy measures, as appropriale,
with the aim that the privale seclor facilitates access 10, joint development and transler of
technology referred to in paragraph 1 above for the benelit of both govemmental institutions
and the privale sector of developing countries and in this regard shall abide by the obligaticns
included in paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 above.

The Conlracling Pattics, recognizing that patents and other intellectual property rights may
have an influence on the implementation of this Convention, shall cooperate in this regard
subject lo national legislation and international law in order o ensure thal such nghls are
supporiive of and do nol run counler to its objeclives.

Article 17. Exchange of Information

1.

The Contracting Parties shall facilitate the exchange of information, from all publicly available
sources, relevant lo the conservalion and suslainable use of biological diversity, taking into
account he special needs of developing countries.

Such exchange of information shall include exchange of resulls of technical, scientilic and
socio-economic research, as well as informalion on training and surveying programmes,
specialized knowledge, indigenous and traditional knowledge as such and in combinalion with
the technologies referred to in Aticle 16, paragraphi. It shall also, where feasible, include
repatriation of information.

Article 18. Technical and Scientific Cooperalion

1. The Conlracting Parties shall promole infernational technical and scientific cooperaltion in the

field of conservation and sustainable use of biological diversily, where necessary,
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through he appropriale inlernational and national institutions.

2. Each Conlracting Party shall promole technical and scientific cooperation with other Contracting

Parties, in particular developing countries, inimplementing this Convention, inler alia, through
the development and implementation of national policies. In promoting such cooperation,
special attention should be given to the development and strengthening of national capabilities,
by means of human resources development and inslitution building.

The Conference of the Parties, at its first meeling, shall determine how lo establish a cleanng-
house mechanism to promole and [acilitate technical and scienlific cooperation.

The Conlracting Parties shall, in accordance with nalional legislation and policies, encourage
and develop melhods of cooperation for the development and use of technoloyies, including
indigenous and traditional technologies, in pursuance of the objectives of this Convention. For
this purpose, the Contracting Parties shall also promote cooperation in the training of personnel
and exchange of experts.

The Contracting Parties shall, subject to mutual agreement, promote the establishment of joinl
research programmes and joint ventures for the development of technologies relevant to the
objectives of this Convention.

Article 19. Handling of Biotechnology and Distribution of its Benelils

1.

Each Contracting Party shall take legislalive, administrative or policy measures, as appropriale,
lo provide for the effective participation n biolechnological research activities by those Contracting
Parties, especially developing countries, which provide the genelic resources for such research,
and where feasible in such Contracting Parties. .

Each Conltracting Party shall take all practicable measures to promote and advance priority
access on a fair and equitable basis by Conltracling Parties, especially developing countres,
to the resulls and benelits arising from biolechnologies based upon ganetic resources provided
by those Conlracting Parties. Such access shall be on mutually agreed lerms.

The Parties shall consider the need for and modalities of a protocol setling out appropriate
procedures, including, in particular, advance informed agreement, in the field of the safe
transfer, handling and use of any living modified organism resulting from biotechnology thal
may have adverse effect on the conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity.

Each Conlracting Parly shall, directly or by requiring any natural or legal person under its
jurisdiction providing the organisms referred lo in paragraph 3 above, provide any available
information about he use and salety regulations required by that Contracting Party in handling
such organisms, as well as any available information on the polential adverse impact of the
specific organisms concemed to the Conlracting Party into which those organisms are to be
introduced.
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Article 20. Financial Resources

1.

Each Contracling Party undertakes to provide, in accordance with its capabilities, financial
support and incentives in respect of those national aclivities which are intended to achieve the
objeclives ol this Convention, in accordance wilh its national plans, priorilies and programmes.

The developed country Parties shall provide new and additional financial resources to enable
developing country Parlies lo meel the agreed full incremental cosls lo them of implementing
measures which {ulfil the obligations of this Convention and to benefit from its provisions and
which costs are agreed between a developing counltry Party and the institutional structure
referred to in Article 21, in accordance with policy, sirategy, programme prionities and eligibility
criteria and an indicative list of incremental coslts established by the Conference of the Parties.
Other Parties, including countries undergoing the process of transition to a market economy,
may voluntanly assume the obligations of the developed country Parties. For the purpose of
this Article, the Conference of the Parties, shall at ls first meeting establish a list of developed
country Parties and other Parties which voluntarily assume the obligations of the developed
counlry Parlies. The Conference of the Parties shall periodically review and if necessary
amend the list. Contributions from other countries and sources on a voluntary basis would also
be encouraged. The implementation of these commilments shall take into account the need for
adequacy, predictability and timely flow of funds and the imporiance of burden-sharing among
the contributing Parties included in the list.

The developed counlry Parties may also provide, and developing country Parties avail
themselves of, financial resources related lo the implementation of this Convention through

Dbilateral, regional and other mullilateral channels.

The exient to which developing country Parties will effectively implement their commitments
under this Convention will depend on the effective implementation by developed country
Parties of their commitments under this Convention relaled to financial resources and transfer
of technology and will take fully into account the fact that economic and social development and
eradication of poverty are the first and overriding priorities of the developing country Parties.

The Parties shalltake full account of the specific needs and special situation of least developed
countnes in their actions with regard to funding and transfer of technology.

The Conlracting Parties shall also take into consideration the special conditions resulting from
the dependence on, distnbution and location of, biological diversity within developing country
Parties, in particular small island States.

Consideration shall also be given to lhe special siluation of developing countries, including
those that are mosl environmentally vulnerable, such as those with and and semi-arid zones,

“ooastal and mountainous areas.

Article 21. Financial Mechanism

1. There shall be a mechanism for the provision of financial resources to developing country

Padties for purposes of this Convenlion on a grant or concessional basis the essential
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elements of which are described in this Arlicle. The mechanism shall funclion under the
authority and guidance of, and be accountable to, the Conference of the Patties for purposes
of this Convention. The operations of the mechanism shall be carried out by such institutional
struclure as may be decided upon by the Conference ol the Parties al ils first meeting. For
purposes of this Convention, the Conlerence ol the Parties shall delermine the policy, strategy,
programme priorities and eligibility crileria relaling to the access to and ulilization of such
resources. The conlributions shall be such as to take into account the need for predictability,
adequacy and timely flow ol funds referred to in Article 20 in accordance with the amount of
resources needed to be decided periodically by the Conlerence of the Parlies and the
importance of burden-sharing among the contributing Parties included in the list reforred lo in
Adicle 20, paragraph 2. Voluntary contributions may also be made by the developed country
Parties and by other countries and sources. The mechanism shall operate within a democralic
and transparent system of governance.

2. Pursuant to the objectives of this Convention, the Conference of the Pérties shall at ils first
meeling delermine the policy, slralegy and programme priorilies, as well as delailed crilena
and guidelines for eligibilily for access lo and ulilization of the financial resources including
monitoring and evalualion on a regular basis of such utilization. The Conference of the Parties
shall decide on the arrangements to give elfect to paragraph 1 above alter consultation with
the institutional structuge entrusted with the operation of the financial mechanism.

3. The Conference ol the Parties shall review the effectiveness of the mechanism eslablished
under this Article, including the criteria and guidelines referred lo in paragraph 2 above, nol
less than two years alter the entry into force of this Convention and therealler on a regular
basis. Based on such review, it shall lake appropnate action to improve the effectiveness of the
mechanismif necessary.

4. The Conlracling Parties shall consider slrengthening exisling linancial inslilutions (o provide
financial resources for the conservalion and sustainable use of biological diversity.

Article 22. Relationship with Other International Conventions

1. The provisions of this Convention shall not alfect the rights and obligations of any Contracting
Party denving from any existing international agreement, except where the exercise of those
rights and obligalions would cause a serious damage or threal lo biological diversity.

2. Contracling Partics shallimplement this Convention with respect to the marine environment
consislently with the nghts and obligations of Stales under the law ol the sea.

Article 23: Conlerence of the Parties

1. AConlference of the Parties is hereby established. The first meeting of the Conlerence of the
Parties shall be convened by the Executive Direclor of the United Nations Environment
Programme not later than one year ailer the entry inlo force of this Convention. Therealter,
ordinary meelings of the Conference of the Parties shall be held at regular intervals lo be
detemined by the Conlerence atits first meeting.
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2. Extraordinary meelings of the Conlerence of the Parties shall be held al such other times as

may be deemed necessary by the Conlerence, or al the writien request of any Party, provided

that, within six months of the request being communicaled to them by the Secrelaria, it is
supported by al least one third of the Parties.

3. TheConlerence of the Parties shall by consensus agree upon and adopl rules of procedure
foritself and for any subsidiary body it may establish, as well as financial rules governing the
funding of the Secrelariat. At each ordinary meeling, it shall adopt a budget for the financial
period until the next ordinary meeling.

4. The Conlerence of the Parties shall keep under raview the implementation of this Convention,
and, for this purpoge, shall:

(a) Estabiish the form aRd the intervals for transmitting the information to be submitted in accordance
with Aricle 26 and¢onsider such informalion as well as reports submitted by any subsidiary
body:;

(b) Review scientific, technical and lechnological advice on biological diversity provided in
accordance with Article 25; :

(c) Considerand adopl, as required, protocols in accordance with Adicle 28;

(d) Consider and adopt, as required, in accordance with Articles 29 and 30, amendments to this
Convention and its annexes;

(e) Consider amendments to any protocol, as well as o any annexes therelo, and, if so decided,
recommend their adoption to the parties to the protocol concemed;

() Consider and adoplt, as required, in accordance with Arlicle 30, additional annexes lo this
Convention;

(g) Establish such subsidiary bodies, particularly lo provide scientific and technical advice, as are
deemed necessary for the implementation of this Convention;

(h) Contact, through the Secrelarial, the executive bodies of conventions dealing with matiers
covered by this Convention with a view lo establishing appropriate forms of cooperation with
them; and

(i) Consider and undertake any additional action that may be required for the achievement of the
purposes of this Convention in the light of expenience gained in its operation.

5. TheUniled Nations, its specialized agencies and the Intemational Alomic Energy Agency, as
well as any State not Party o this Convention, may be represented as observers al meetings
of the Conference of the Parties. Any other body or agency, whether govemmental or non-
govemmental, qualified in fields relating to conservation and sustainable use of biological
diversity, which has informed the Secretariat of its wish to be represented as an observer at a
meeting of the Conference of the Parties, may be admitied unless at least one third of the
Parties present object. The admission and participation of observers shall be subject to the
rules of procedure adopled by the Conlerence of the Parties.
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Arlicle 24. Secrelariat
1. Asecrelanal is hereby eslablished. Its functions shall be:
(a) Toarrange for and service meetings of the Conference of the Parties provided for in Article 23,

(b) To perform the functions assigned to it by any protocol,

(c) To prepare reports on the execution of ils functions under this Convention and present them
to the Conference of the Parties;

(d) To coordinate with other relevant international bodies and, in particular to enter into such
administrative and contraclual arrangements as may be required for the effective discharge of
its functions; and

(e) To perform such other functions as may be determined by the Conference of the Parties.

2. Alits first ordinary meeting, the Conference of the Parties shall designale the secretaniat from
amongst those existing compelent international organizations which have signified their
willingness to carry out the secretariat functions under this Convention.

Article 25, Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice

1. A subsidiary body for the provision of scientific, technical and lechnological advice is hereby
established to provide the Conference of the Parties and, as appropnate, its other subsidiary
bodies with timely advice relating to the implementation of this Convention. This body shall be
openlo parlicipalion by all Parties and shall be multidisciplinary. It shall comprise govemmen!
representatives competent in the relevant field of expertise. It shall report regularly to the
Conference of the Parties on all aspects of its work.

2. Under the authority of and in accordance with guidelines laid down by the Conlerence of the
Parties, and upon its requesl, this body shall:

(a) Provide scientific and technical assessments of the status of biological diversity;

(b) Prepare scientific and technical assessments ol the effects of types of measures laken in
accordance with the provisions of this Convention;

(c) Idehtify innovalive, efficient and state-of-the-art technologies and know-how relating to the
conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity and advise on the ways and means
of promoling development and/or transferring such technologies;

(d) Provide advice on scientific programmes and internalional cooperation in research and
development related lo conservalion and sustainable use of biological diversity; and
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(e) Respond lo scientific, lechnical, technological and methodological questions that the Conlerence

3.

of the Parties and ils subsidiary bodies may pul lo the body.

The functions, lerms of reference, organization and operation of this body may be further
elaborated by the Conference of the Parlies.

Article 26. Reports

Each Contracling Party shall, at intervals to be delermined by the Conference of the Parties,
present lo the Conference of the Parties, reports on measures which it has taken for the implementation
of the provisions of this Convention and their effecliveness in meeting the objectives of this Convention.

Article 27. Settlement of Disputes

1.

2

In the event of a dispute between Conltracting Parties conceming the interprelation or application
ol this Convention, the parties concemed shall seek solution by negotiation.

If the parties concerned cannol reach agreement by negotiation, they may jointly seek the
good offices of, or request mediation by, a third party.

When ralifying, accepting, approving or acceding to this Convention, or at any time thereafter,
a State or regional economic integration organization may declare in writing lo the Depositary
that for a dispute not resolved in accordance with paragraph 1 or paragraph 2 above, il
accepls one or both of the following means of dispule settlement as compulsory:

_(a) Arbitration in accordance with the procedure faid down in Part 1 of Annex II;

(b) Submission of the dispute to the Intemational Cour of Juslice.

4.

If the parties to the dispute have not, in accordance with paragraph 3 above, accepled the
same of any procedure, the dispute shall be submitted to conciliation in accordance with Part
2 of Annex Il unless the parties otherwise agree.

5. The provisions of this Article shall apply with respect to any protocol except as otherwise

provided in the protocol concerned.

Article 28. Adoption of Protocols

1.

The Conlracting Parties shall cooperale in the lormulation and adoption of protocols o this
Convention.

2. Protocols shalf be adopted at a meeling of the Conlerence of the Parties.
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3. Thelextol any proposed protocol shall be communicated to the Contracting Parlies by the

Secrelarial al leas! six months belore such a meeling.

Article 29; Amendment of the Convention or Protocols

1.

Amendments to this Convention may be proposed by any Conlracting Party. Amendments lo
any prolocol may be proposed by any Party o thal prolocol.

Amendments to this Convention shalt be adopted al a meeting of the Conference of Ihe Parties.
Amendments lo any protocol shall be adopled at a meeling of the Parties to the Protocol in
question. The text of any proposed amendment o this Convention or to any protocol, except
as may olherwise be provided in such protocol, shall be communicated to the Parties to the
instrument in question by the secretariat atleast six months before the meeling at which it is
proposed for adoption. The secrelariat shall also communicate proposed amendmenls tothe
signatories lo this Convention for information.

The Parties shall make every effort lo reach agreement on any proposed amendment (o this
Convention or to any protocol by consensus. If all efforts at consensus have been exhausted,
and no agreement reached, the amendment shall as a last resort be adopled by a two-third
majority vote of the Parties to the instrument in question present and voting al the meeting, and
shall be submitted by the Depositary to all Parties for ratification, acceplance or approval.

Ratification, acceplance or approval of amendments shall be nolified to the Depositary in
writing. Amendments adopled in accordance with paragraph 3 above shall enter inlo force
among Parlies having accepted them on the ninetieth day after the deposit of instruments of
ratification, acceplance or approval by at least two thirds of the Contracting Parties to this
Convention or of the Parties to the protocol concemed, excepl as may otherwise be provided
in such protocol. Therealter the amendments shall enler inlo force for any other Party onthe
ninelieth day after that Party deposits its inslrument of ratification, acceplance or appmval ofthe
amendments.

For the purposes of this Article, “Parties present and voting” means Parties present and
casting an allirmalive or negalive vole.

Article 30. Adoption and Amendment of Annexes

1.

The annexes to this Convention or 1o any protocol shall form an integral part of the Convention
or of such protocol, as the case may be, and, unless expressly provided otherwise, a
reference to this Convention or its prolocols conslitutes at the same time a reference lo any
annexes thereto. Such annexes shall be restricted to procedural, scientific, technical and
administrative matlers.

Excepl as may be otherwise provided in any protocol with respect to its annexes, the following
procedure shall apply to the proposal, adoption and entry into force of additional annexes 19
this Convention or of annexes to any protocol:

(a) Annexes lo this Convention or to any prolocol shall be proposed and adopled according lo

the procedure laid down in Article 29;
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(b) Any Party that is unable lo approve an additional annex to this Convention or an annex to any

protocol to which itis Party shall so notity the Depositary, in writing, within one year from the
dale of the communication of the adoption by the Depositary. The Depositary shall without
delay notify all Parties of any such notification received. A Party may at any lime wilthdraw a
previous declaration of objection and the annexes shall thereupon enter into force for that

Party subject to subparagraph (c) below;

(c) Onthe expiryol one year from the date of the communication of the adoption by the Depositary,

the annex shall enter into force for all Parties to this Convention or to any protocol concemed
which have not submitled a nolification in accordance with the provisions of subparagraph (b)
above.

The proposal, adoption and entry into force of amendments to annexes to this Convention or

to any protocol shall be subject lo the same procedure as for the proposal, adoption and enlry
into force of annexes to the Convention or annexes 10 any protocol.

If an additional annex or an amendment lo an annex is related to an amendment-to this
Convention or {0 any protocol, the additional annex or amendment shall not enter into force
untit such time as the amendment lo the Convenhon or to the protocol concemed enters into
force.

Article 31. Right to Vote

1.

Except as provided for in paragraph 2 below, each Contracting Party to this Convention or to
any protocol shall have ona vote.

Regional economic integration organizations, in matters within their competence, shall exercise
their right to vote with a number of votes equal to the number of their member States which are
Contracting Parties to this Convention or the relevant protocol. Such organizations shall not
exercise their right to vole if their member Slales exercise theirs, and vice versa.

Article 32. Relationship between this Convention and Its Protocols

1.

AStateora regional economic integration organization may not become a Party to a protccol
unless it is, or becomes at the same time, a Contracting Party o this Convention.

Decisions under any protocol shall be laken only by the Parties o the protocol concerned.
Any Contracting Party that has not ratified, accepted or approved a protocol may participate
as an observer in any meeting of the parties to that protocol.

Article 33. Signature

This Convention shall be open for signature at Rio de Janeiro by all States and any regional
economic integration organization from 5 June 1992 until 14 June 1992, and at the United Nalions
Headquarters in New York from 15 June 1992 1o 4 June 1993.
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Article 34. Ralificalion, Acceptance or Approval

1. This Convention and any protocol shall be subject lo ralification, acceplance or approval by
Slates and by regional economic inlegration organizations. Instruments of ralification, acceplance
or approval shall be deposited with the Deposilary.

2. Any organization referred o in paragraph 1 above which becomes a Cdnlracling Party lo this
Convention or any prolocol without any of its member Stales being a Contracling Party shall
be bound by all the obligations under the Convention or the protocol, as the case may be. In
the case of such organizations, one or more of whose member Stales is a Contracling Party
to this Convention or relevant protocol, the organization and its member Stales shall decide on
their respective responsibilities for the performance of their obligations under the Convention
or protocol, as the case may be. In such cases, the organization and the member Stales shall
nol be entilled to exercise rights under the Convention or relevant protocol concurrently.

3. Intheirinstruments of ratilication, acceptance or approval, the organizations referred to in
paragraph 1 above shall declare the extent of their competence with respect lo the matters
govemed by the Convention or the relevant protocol. These organizations shall also inform
the Depositary of any relevant modilication in the extent of their compelence.

Article 35. Accession

1. This Convention and any protocol shall be open for accession by States and by regional
economic integration organizalions from the date on which the Convention or the protocol
concemed is closed for signature. The instruments of accession shall be deposited with the
Depositary.

2. Intheirinstruments of accession, the organizalions relerred lo in paragraph 1 above shall
declare the extentof their competence with respect to the matters govemed by the Convention
or the relevant protocol. These organizations shall also inform the Depositary of any relevant
modification in the extent of their compelence.

3. The provisions of Article 34, paragraph 2, shall apply lo regional economic integration
organizations which accede lo this Convention or any protocol.

Article 36. Entry Into Force

1. This Convention shall enter into (orce on the ninelieth day after the date of deposit of the thirtieth
instrument of ratification, accepltance, approval or accession.

2. Any projocol shall enter into force on the ninetieth day after the date of deposit of the number
of instruments of ralification, acceptance, approval or accession, specified in thal prolocol, has
been deposited.

3. Foreach Conlracting Parly which ralifies, accepls or approves this Convention or accedes
thereto alter the deposit of the thirtieth instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or
accession, it shall enter into force on lhe ninelieth day after the dale of deposil by such
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Conlracting Party of ils insirument of ralification, acceptance, approval or accession.

4.

Any protocol, except as otherwise provided in such prolocol, shall entler into lorce lor a Conlracling Party
that ralilies, accepls or approves thal prolocol or accedes therelo aller ils enlry into force pursuant to
paragraph 2 above, on the ninelieth day alter the date on which thal Conlracling Party deposils ils
instrument of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession, or on the date on which this Convenlion
enlers into force lor thal Contracting Party, whichever shall be the laler.

For the purposes of paragraphs 1 and 2 above, any instrument deposiled by a regional economic
inlegration organization shall not be counted as additional lo those deposiled by member Stales ol such

organization.

Article 37. Reservations

No reservations may be made lo this Convention.

Article 38. Withdrawals

1.

Al any time after two years from the date on which this Convention has entered inlo force for a Contracting
Party, that Contracting Party may withdraw Irom the Convenlion by giving written notification to the

Depositary.

Any such wilhdrawal shall take place upon expiry ol one year afler the dale of ils receipt by the
Depositary, or on such later date as may be specified in the notilication of the withdrawal.

Any Conlracting Party which withdraws [rom this Convention shall be considered as also having
withdrawn from any protocol to which il is party.

Article 39. Financlal Interim Arrangements

Provided that it has been fully restruclured in accordance with the requirements of Adicle 21, the Global
Environment Fadlity of the United Nations Development Programime, the United Nations Environment Programme
and the Inlemational Bank for Reconstruction and Development shall be the institutional strudlure refemed lo in Article
21 on aninlerim basis, for the period between the enlry into force of this Convention and the first meeling of the
Conterence of the Parties or until the Conference of the Parties decndes which inslitutional slruclure will be

designated in accordance with Arlicle 21.

Article 40. Secretariat Interim Arrangements

The secrelanal lo be provided by the Executive Director of the Uniled Nations Environment Programme shall
be the secrelariat referred lo in Artile 24, paragraph 2, on anintenm basis for the period between the entry into lorce
of this Convention and the first meeting of the Conference of the Parties.
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Article 41. Depositary

The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall assume the functions of Depositary of this
Convention and any protocols.

Article 42. Authentic Tex!s

The original of this Convention, of which the Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian and
Spanish lexts are equally authentic, shall be deposiled with the Secretary- General ol the Uniled
Nations.

Annex Il
Part 1
ARBITRATION
Article 1

The claimant party shall notify the secretarial that the parties are referring a dispule to arbitration
pursuant lo Article 27, The notification shall stale the subject-matter of arbitration and include, in
particular, the articles of the Convention or the prolocol, the interpretation or application of which are at
issue. If the parties do not agree on the subject matier of the dispute before the President of the tribunal
is designaled, the arbitral tribunal shall determine the subject matter. The secretanat shall forward the
information thus received to all Contracting Parties o this Convention or to the protocol concemed.
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Article 2

1. Indisputes between two parties, the arbitral tribunal shall consist of three members. Each of the
parties lo the dispute shall appoint an arbilralor and the two arbilralors so appointed shall
designale by common agreement the third arbitralor who shall be the President of the tribunal.
The latier shall nol be a national of one of the parties 10 the dispule, nor have his or her usual
place of residence in the lemitory of one of these parties, nor be employed by any of them, nor
have deall with the case in any other capacily.

2. Indispules between more than two parties, parties in the same interest shall appoint one
arbitrator jointly by agreement.

3. Any vacanq shall be filled in the manner prescribed for the inilial appointment.

Article 3

1. i the President of the arbitral tribunal has not been designated within two months of the
appointment of the second arbilralor, the Secrelary-General of the Uniled Nations shall, at the
request of a party, designale the President within a further two-month period.

2. Ifone ol the parties lo the dispule does not appoint an arbilrator within two months of receipt of
the reques!, the other party may inform the Secretary-General who shall make the designation
within a further two-month period.

Article 4

The arbitral trbunal shall render its decisions in accordance with the provisions of this Convention,
any protocols concemed, and inlemational law.

Article 5

Unless the parties to the dispute otherwise agree, the arbilral tnbunal shall determine its own rules
of procedure.

Article 6

The arbitral tibunal may, at the request of one of the parties, recommend essential interim measures
of protection.

Article 7

The parties to the dispute shall facilitate the work of the arbitral tribunal and, in particular, using all
means at their disposal, shall:
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(a) Provide it with all relevant documents, information and facilities; and

(b) [ .able il, when necessary, lo call wilnesses or experts and receive their evidence.
Article 8 .

The parties and lhe arbilrators are under an obligation to protect the confidentiality of any information
they receive in conlidence during the proceedings of the arbitral tribunal.

Article 9

Unless the arbilral tribunal delermines otherwise because of the particular circumslances of the
case, the cosls of the lribunal shall be borne by the parties 1o the dispute in equal shares. The tribunal
shall keep a record of allits cosls, and shall furnish a final statement thereof lo the parties.

Article 10

Any Conlracling Parly that has an interest of a legal nature in the subjecl-matler of the dispule
which may be affected by the decision in the case, may inlervene in the proceedings with the consent
ol the tribunal.

Article 11

The Iribunal may hear and determine counterclaims arising directly oul of the subject-matter of the
dispule.

Article 12

Decisions both on procédure and substance of the arbitral ribunal shall be taken by a majority
vole ol its members.

Article 13

Ifone of the parties to the dispute does not appear before the arbilral tribunal or fails to defend its
case, the other party may request the tribunal to continue the proceedings and to make its award.
Absence of a party or a failure of a party to defend ils case shall not conslitute a bar to the proceedings.
Belore rendering its final decision, the arbitral tribunal must satisly itself that the claim is well founded in
factand law.

Article 14

The tribunal shall render its final decision within five months of the date on which it is fully constituted
unless it finds il necessary 1o exiend the time-fimit for a period which should not exceed live more
months.

Article 15

The final decision of the arbitral tribunal shall be confined to the subject-mauef of the dispute and
shall state the reasons on which it is based. It shall contain the names of the members who have

dissenting opinion lo the final decision.

Article 16

The award shall be binding on the parties to the dispute. It shall be without appeal unless the parties
to the dispute have agreed in advance 10 an appellate procedure.

Anrticle 17

Any controversy which may arise between the paries lo the dispute as regards the interpretation
or manner of implementation of the final decision may be submitted by either party for decision to the
arbitral tribunal which rendered .

CONCILIATION
Article 1.

A congiliation conunission shall be created uponthe request of one of the parties to the dispute. The
commission shall, unless the parties otherwise agree, be composed of five members, two appointed by
each Party concemed and a President chosen jointly by those members.

Anrticle 2

Indisputes between more than two parties, parties in the same inleres! shall appoint their members
of the commission joinlly by agreement. Where two or more parties have separate interests or there is
adisagreement as lo whether they are of the same interest, they shall appoint their members separalely.

Article 3

It any appointments by the parties are not made within two months of the date of the request to
create a conciliation commission, the Secretary-General of the Uniled Nations shall, if asked o do so
by the party that made the request, make those appointments within a further two-month period.

~ Article 4

If a President of the conciliation commission has not been chosen within two months of the last of the
members of the commission being appointed, the Secrelary-General of the Uniled Nations shall, if
asked lo do so by a party, designate a President within a further two-month period.

Article 5

The conciliation commission shall take its decisions by majonty vole of its members. It shall, unless
the parties 10 the displte otherwise agree, determine its own procedure. It shall render a proposal
for resolution of the dispute, which the parties shall consider in good faith.
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Arlicle 6

A disagreement as lo whether the concilialion commission has competence shall be decided by the
commission.
